B.C. Pharmacists - Prescription Adaptation 
Services  
 
Since January 1, 2009, BC Pharmacists have the authority to adjust, 
therapeutically substitute and renew existing prescriptions.   By 
allowing this practice, Pharmacists will have the opportunity to use 
their pharmaceutical expertise to optimize drug therapy and patient 
compliance.  It is expected that this expanded scope of practice will 
result in cost savings for both Private Payers and Pharmacare.    
 
For these services, BC Pharmacare will compensate pharmacists, 
whether or not the patient subscribes to the Provincial or a Private 
Plan.  Although ClaimSecure will continue to recognize prescriptions 
adapted and renewed by pharmacists, we are not responsible for 
reimbursing pharmacists for these services.

ClaimSecure Fee Changes 
 
Effective January 30, 2009, ClaimSecure has re-aligned the 
maximum allowable dispensing fee to match other private plan 
adjudicators in the Atlantic Provinces as follows:

Newfoundland $9.23
